QUALIFICATIONS SUMMARY

I spent 17 years as an oil and gas exploration geologist, working for major and independent oil companies of all sizes. I conducted regional geologic studies and generated prospects all over the western U.S.  I conducted field work in Alaska, and was involved in the discovery and development of oil and gas fields in Colorado and Wyoming. I also spent more than 10 years running the Wyoming exploration program for an independent exploration and production company. My responsibilities during that time, oriented primarily toward the Muddy, Dakota, and Minnelusa formations of the Powder River Basin, included prospect generation and sales, submittal review, drilling supervision, sample and core examination, and reservoir evaluation. During this period, I developed particular expertise in subsurface mapping in all geologic settings, especially the analysis of siliciclastic depositional systems in all environments from continental to marine.

Between 2000 and 2004, I was an independent consultant, focusing on coal bed methane (CBM) development in the Powder River Basin and geo-steering horizontal oil wells in the Williston Basin. I have conducted wellsite supervision of a major CBM drilling program, conducted sampling and analysis of produced water, and I have been involved in developing management plans for produced water. Since 2008, I have been providing regional studies, property evaluations and general petroleum geology consulting for various clients.

Between 1992 and 2000, I worked in the environmental consulting industry, where I conducted soil and groundwater investigations at underground storage tank, landfill, and RCRA sites. During this period, I developed particular expertise in technical writing and editing. Between 2004 and 2008, I consulted in the environmental arena for oil pipeline operators and CBM operators.
